Entomologist:  Studies insects and 
ways to keep apple trees free from 
pests. 
 
Plant Pathologist:  Discovers ways to  
cure plant diseases. 
 
Pomologist:  Scien�st studying the growing &  
marke�ng of fruit crops. 
 
Coopera ve Extension Agent/Consultant:   
Teaches the farmer  about what  the scien�sts 
have discovered. 
 
Nursery Owner:  A nursery is where 
the Farmer buys the trees.  They 
provide the young plants! A nursery 
for a baby … or baby plants! 
 
Grower/Farmer:  Does many different jobs in-
cluding cares for the trees, operates machinery, 
mechanic, business person, accountant, etc. 
 
Apiarist:  (Beekeeper) For a flower to 
become an apple cross-pollina�on must 
take place.  An apiarist brings bees to the 
orchard to do this work. 
 
Harves ng:  Apples are usually harvested by 
hand. 
 
Storage:  Transport the apples to the 
big refrigerators and manage the  
storage. 
 
Processing:  Machines & operators 
for processing apples into many  
products. 
 
Marke ng & Adver sing:  Ar�sts & sales  
people. 
 
Retail - Selling:  Includes restaurants, 
grocery stores, farm stands, etc.
